Art Curriculum Information September 2011

    I am looking forward to a fantastic 2011-2012 school year during which the students will enjoy, appreciate and create art.  Efforts will be made to correlate art lessons with the academic core curriculum, as well as the school theme for the year.  The art classes will look at and talk about major works/styles of individual artists, as well as create artwork applying the elements and principles of art.  We will study art styles and cultures from around the world.      

     All of our student artists will need to work together to provide a nurturing and positive atmosphere in the art room. Art room rules are posted and reviewed with the students during the first week of school.

   I am pleased to announce that last school year our participation with Artsonia generated $485.00 for our art program. We will participate in the program again this year and I hope to raise even more funds for our school. All student permission slips to participate will carry over from last year; however all our new students will receive permission slips and information regarding Artsonia in the next few weeks.  Artsonia (www.artsonia.com) is an internet-based student art museum and educational website. The website features the artwork of students from over 100 countries around the world. By participating in the program we are able to share student artwork with others. 

      Students in grades K-2 will need to bring in a PLAIN WHITE T-SHIRT.  This will be worn over the students’ clothing to help keep uniforms clean.  This shirt needs to be oversized to fit over the child’s uniform. Shirts will be stored in the child’s classroom and worn during art class. All shirts should be at school before September 30, 2011.

     All students in grades 1-6 will make an art portfolio. This portfolio helps students keep their notes, drawings, assignments and work in progress organized throughout the year.  In June all student artwork will be sent home in this portfolio. The students in grades 7 and 8 will use pocket folders to organize and store artwork.

     Listed below are the areas used to evaluate student progress in art.  These components represent what will appear on your son/daughter’s report card in art.  Rubrics will be utilized throughout the year to help students understand their progress. Art components to be evaluated are as follows:

Applies media and processes K-8th grade

Recognizes design elements 1-8th grade 
Interprets subject matter, symbols and ideas 5-8th grade 
Connects art to other history, culture and other disciplines 5-8th grade
Recognizes the merits of his/her work and the work of others 3-8th grade
