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Literacy News


  It seems quite unbelievable that Halloween has come and gone.  The month of October was filled with learning many new reading and writing strategies.  We continue to request that parents work with individual students each night on reading and reviewing previous spelling patterns.


In November, second graders will be completing fiction stories and will be writing letters to author Robert Munsch in addition to other important people.  Look for your child to request an address, envelope and stamp in the near future to mail a special letter.

Content 


We have been learning about living and non-living things in science this month.  The students did a matching game on the Smart Board, and we read a book called ‘Is It Alive?’  For an assessment the students made a mini book with living and non-living things in it, and then labeled each one.  We also learned about the life cycle of a butterfly by making a wheel so the students could see the cycle.  We compared a moth to a


butterfly and made a Venn Diagram to compare them.  We will

Math


This month was filled with an abundance of measurement!  We have been weighing objects and experimenting with linear measurement. Your child can tell you about the nonstandard objects we have used for measuring, such as our feet, hands, pencils, and paper clips.  We also used standard measures such as rulers, yardsticks, and meter sticks.  


This month we completed a pumpkin project incorporating all of the above measurement techniques including weight!  The students were able to measure the weight of their pumpkin in pounds with the use of a scale.  The students were also able to measure the weight of their pumpkin seeds in grams.  The students were asked to take out all the pumpkin goo before doing so!  What fun!  With the use of a meter stick and string, the students were able to measure the circumference of their pumpkins in inches and centimeters.  We hope you enjoyed all the measurements that came home in the pumpkin painted paper bags along with the roasted seeds!  Next month, we will be getting further into addition and subtraction with the use of math groups, Math Facts in a Flash, and other hands on learning activities.


Religion


This month in religion we have continued building our Bibles for our First Communion. We have done Noah’s Ark, Abraham and Sarah, and the Tower of Babel. The students are given the opportunity to incorporate all of their writing skills into their new Bibles!
