Many more events 

are listed on the calendar 

on the school website,  

 www.stbrigidofkildare.com  

Rosary Is An O’Reilly Legacy 
Dear Parents, 

As a young child, when it was my turn to spend a summer 

week at my grandparentsô house, one of my strongest memories 

was that of praying the rosary every night after dinner. This  

ritual took place before playing a game of Uno, watching one 

TV show or learning to sew. I am sure that at the time I did not 

truly appreciate the many lessons that this wonderful opportunity 

to spend one-on-one time with my grandparents provided. It was 

a time to experience the faith, ethnic and family traditions that 

were so important to my Irish immigrant grandparents.  

During this month of October our school theme is intended 

to focus our attention on the importance of our ancestors and 

their legacies and traditions that have shaped our lives. Just as I 

learned to value praying the rosary and learned that prayer was a 

priority before recreation, I am sure that your family has many 

traditions based in your ancestry. 

During our first session of Coffee, Conversations, and Con-

nections, much of the conversation centered on how to preserve 

family time, and how to be clear with the teaching of our faith 

and family traditions/values in light of media messages and 

changing social norms. While we discovered that there is no 

magic formula, it became clear that we all must work diligently 

to preserve the values of our Catholic faith. Looking to our 

grandparents, great-grandparents and the legacies that they  

bestowed on us is one way to gain strength and to keep on 

course. Prayer is yet another way to strengthen our faith and 

allows us to build a relationship with the ancestors in our  

Catholic faith. During the month of October it is our faith  

tradition to pray the rosary, and as we approach All Saintsô Day 

on November 1st we can pray to the saints and read the Lives of 

the Saints. Mary and the saints who have gone before us are role 

models, just as the elders in our family demonstrated to us how 

to live a life based on the values of our Catholic faith. The lives 

of our ancestors in faith were often counter cultural, just as we 

find ourselves called today to filter inappropriate media  

messages and to live lives based on strong Catholic values.  

In closing, let us pray to the saints who are our role models 

of holiness and goodness. They inspire us and teach us what it 

means to follow the teachings of Jesus. Let us also pray in 

thanksgiving to Jesus for family and friends who help us learn 

about and to grow in faith, for our parents, grandparents and 

other members of our family and community. They show us 

what it means to love, forgive and care for others. And finally, 

let all of us reflect on what legacies and traditions we are  

building with our families.

At the Westendorf house, we started a new family tradition 

this summer.

Fold the napkin a 

funky way, maybe pull out some placemats or candles, 

or try eating the meal by candlelight. 

¶ Eat dessert first! 

¶ Put on some background music.

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R.E.S.P.E.C.T. for Teens 
All people are equal, but each person is unique. That means 

that we should not only respect those around us, we should re-

spect ourselves as well. Developing our own talents and work-

ing to continually mature into an ethical, caring person is the 

best way to be happy and confident. Youôll be the type of per-

son that people like to be around, because youôll truly like your-

self! How can you be an ethical person? Ethical people act on 

principle, not on impulse.  

Here are a number of ethical norms in society that are ac-

cepted by virtually all people: 

1. Honesty: to be truthful, sincere, frank, candid; not to 

steal or cheat or act deviously. 

2. Integrity: to be honorable, upright, and courageous; act 

on oneôs convictions, follow oneôs principles and not be two-

faced, unscrupulous, or follow an ends justifies the means idea. 

3. Promise-keeping: to be trustworthy, keep promises, ful-

fill commitments, follow the spirit and the letter of an agree-

ment and not be legalistic, rationalize, or make excuses for 

breaking commitments. 

4. Fidelity: be faithful and loyal to family, friends, employ-

ers, teachers, country; do not tell information learned in confi-

dence; avoid conflicts of interest. 

5. Fairness: be fair and open-minded, be willing to admit 

mistakes; give equal treatment to others, and do not take advan-

tage of another personôs weaknesses or mistakes. 

6. Caring for others: be caring, kind and compassionate, 

serve others, be generous, and help those in need. 

7. Respect for others: demonstrate respect for human dig-

nity, privacy, and the right for others to determine their future; 

be courteous, on time; donôt embarrass or humiliate others. 

8. Responsible citizenship: obey just laws (if a law is  

unjust, protest it); exercise all your rights and privileges; pro-

vide leadership when possible; be informed and make  

intelligent decisions. 

9. Pursuit of excellence: pursue excellence in all you do 

(e.g., school, hobbies, friendships); be industrious, committed; 

perform to the highest of your ability. 

10. Accountability: be responsible for your decisions, and 

look ahead to the consequences of your actions/inactions. 

Developing these characteristics will help you become a 

mature, ethical person. And theyôll help you have the confi-

dence to demand that others treat you the way you deserve to be 

treated in order to have healthy relationships: with respect for 

your ideas, your values, and your uniqueness.

Watterson opened its doors in 1954. Student Council decided 

15 years ago to honor and celebrate the service of students as a 

part of the annual Homecoming celebration. 

In making its decision, the Selection Committee considered 

not only the number of hours of service performed by students 

but also the longevity and quality of service performed, their 

involvement in activities at both Bishop Watterson and in the 

greater Columbus community, and whether students exhibited 

leadership in engaging others in service activities.
